Town Manager’s Report

Reminders: Last meeting’s approval of the NAU Foster Grandparent Program produced two
new programs now operating out of library — Movies on Monday for students from 1% — 6™
grade; Summer Reading and Storytime Program for kids kindergarten age and younger. Both
programs led by the Foster Grandparent program.

Concerts in the Park kicked off June 1% and two more June concerts will take place on the 15"
and 29™ — Sentimental Journey and Trotters Wake Irish Band.

Gearing up for Old Fashioned Fourth of July 7 a.m. — 11 a.m. in the park. New on this year’s
agenda: Unveiling of refurbished parade truck; and live music in the morning before
Cottonwood Community Band starts.

We are starting back to 5 day work week in new fiscal year pending budget approval in two
weeks. It will be a modified schedule — Monday through Thursday from 8-5:30 and Fridays 8 —

12 noon beginning July 15.

There have been some issues with the Haskell Springs well site. The pump is down and they are
bringing in a replacement pump that will be put in tomorrow. If the replacement pump doesn’t
work we may have to go out to the public and give messages regarding emergency demand
reduction, however it is anticipated that it will work. The cause of malfunction of the pump is
currently undetermined.

Councilmember Radoccia has been working with Steve Estes and Bob Rothrock on
the Ray Rawls property. There is some interest in the property from Trust of Public
Lands. There has also been some private interest to purchase property outside of
conservation efforts. They are working to try to get in to the contract ahead of the
private interest party. There are 1506 acres on this property.

WAC - Yavapai County Water Advisory Committee.

Mayor Von Gausig attended this meeting on May 15, 2013 — there was a discussion
of dues.

VVREO — Verde Valley Regional Economic Organization. No report
YCL — A report from the Yavapai College Liaison.

Councilmember Regner reported that Greg Gillespie, College Vice President, is
leaving Yavapai College and Barb Wing will be replacing him temporarily. The
new position will be filled in October.

The vineyards are planted at three high schools — Mingus, Mayer and Chino Valley.
Kids’ College had a lower participation turnout than hoped for.

The Hanover Consulting Group will be doing a study on employment prospects for
the College’s Culinary/Hospitality program. There is a need for a commercial
kitchen and classroom space so they will look in the Prescott area. They are still
seeking funding for the $1.2 million kitchen.

The Zaki Gordon Film Institute (Sedona Film School) is at capacity for student
enrollment.

The College Foundation has raised $975,000 for fiscal year 2012-2013. The main
focus is still Southwest Wine Center.

The Fourth Annual Art, Wine and Dine event is scheduled for October 18" at the
college. The proceeds will go to the Southwest Wine Center.

Vice Mayor Dehnert pulled Item H

Councilmember Radoccia moved to approve Consent Agenda items A - G as presented.
Councilmember Regner seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

H. A Resolution of the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of Clarkdale, Arizona,
amending Resolution #1401, adopting a range placement table for employee salary ranges,
and setting effective dates - Approval of Resolution # 1431, adopting a change to the Salary
Range Placement Table.

One of the intended ‘Operational Improvements’ identified in Council’s 2013 Strategic Planning was to
upgrade all existing water meters to radio read meters. As explained, multiple existing operational
deficiencies will be either eliminated or greatly improved by executing this equipment conversion. Staff
has been prepping for this project, and we are at the point of scheduling training by the meter vendor and
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creating a part-time/temporary position whose sole purpose is to perform the job functions required to
change out old-for-new meter equipment at every location. To this end, a Water Meter Technician
position has been generated.

Additionally, this year Arizona’s minimum wage was increased and we are taking the opportunity to
include that change in the resolution at this time.

The attached Salary Range Placement Table reflects the above items in bold/talicized text and in detail
they are:

1. The new Arizona State minimum pay rate is reflected in the Seasonal/Temporary Positions
and Range 1;
2. Range 8: Insertion of the new Water Meter Technician position;

If approved, the proposed changes would replace Resolution #1401 as approved by Council on July 24,
2012.

Vice Mayor Dehnert asked if everything else would be the same other than the changes that deal with
the new minimum pay rate and the new technician position. Human Resources Director Perry informed
the Council that those were the only changes.

Yice Mayor Dehnert moved to approve Consent Agenda item H as presented. Councilmember
Radoccia seconded the motion and the motion was approved unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

AGRICULTURAL USES WORKSESSION: Discussion and direction regarding the proposed
Agricultural Uses Ordinance.

Subsequent to the May 14, Town Council meeting, staff has made the following changes to the proposed
Agricultural Uses ordinance:

e A clarification has been added regarding prohibiting timeshare sales associated with a Farmers
Market. In staff’s opinion, using a Farmers Market as an Off Premise Canvassing (OPC) location
does not align with the stated purposed of the Agricultural Uses Ordinance. Under current zoning
regulations an OPC would require a conditional use permit in the commercial and industrial
zoning districts.

Agribusiness has been added to the Central Business District as a conditional use.

Section 14 has been restructured to separate requirements and recommendations.

In 14.f.ii, wording has been added referring to the International Building Code standard for dust
control.

e A requirement to include a site plan with the conditional use permit application was added in
Section 14 and the proposed changes to Section 11-9 were deleted. This eliminates the
requirement for a second review process.

e Staff has not made any changes to the requirement to connect to the Town water system and is
seeking specific input from Council regarding this issue.
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Community Development/Economic Director Filardo presented information and a power point
presentation on this agenda item.

Filardo offered Council a possible option to allow well use stating that the Town could allow
agricultural users that have well connections to use their wells with the requirement that the property
owner enter into an agreement with the Town. The agreement could require some or all of the
following:

1) There must be a water meter on the well with remote radio reading;

2) An agricultural user must use no more water on his or her property’s crop than would be
allowed for those acres with houses (i.e., the usage per capita for the month of April was 49
gallons);

3) Well users would be required to follow the Town’s Drought and Water Shortage
Preparedness Plan. If the Town needed to restrict water use, well users would be expected to
comply; and

4) Well users would be required to reduce well draw in case of emergency.

The Mayor stated that for the second requirement restricting water use, there should be a more specific
amount of water use cited to allow for more regulatory discretion in the event of someone who might
fail to meet the guideline.

Filardo stated that one thing that has not been discussed with the Council is the fact that water is a
shared resource unlike a person’s home. One person’s well water use may well negatively impact a
neighbor. Water use with agriculture is very different than just land use. Water use affects others and
the water user is part of a community of water users.

Council Thoughts:

e Like that the procedure for the conditional use permit allows the Planning Commission or the
Council to not grant a permit if they believe the use would be contrary to the community’s best
interests from a water standpoint

e Clarkdale Water Management Study alludes to the fact that we are probably already using more
water than is being re-charged. If we allowed the agricultural use, we may need to acquire more
water. Doesn’t see how this would work from a sustainability/economic/community aspect if it
means using more water than we currently use
Like the ordinance but wonder if it would really work here

* Would it be possible to designate an agricuitural district that would use effluent?

Does not like the ordinance because though it is based on the promotion of agricultural use it
seems to prevent it with many restrictions

e If the Town is promoting more open space, why would we prohibit agricultural use on a vacant
lot?

e Don’t like the part of Section 14(b) has the restriction that agricultural products must be set back
25 feet from property lines
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o Feel it is discouraging for the gardener to invest in agricultural use if he/she has to follow
Section 14 (c) that requires irrigation and drainage on site to incorporate EPA Best Management
Practices

e Don’t feel that we should be able to limit a well owner from using his’her water. We regulate
water use and encourage conservation of water through our pricing structure and feels that is as
restrictive as we should get

¢ Limiting a well user’s water use to the same amount a neighbor uses who is not growing crops is
too restrictive and particularly doesn’t work well in areas zoned for one house per acre

o Previously questioned if a person would have to de-commission his/her well if city water is
available and is required to hook up to it. The current ordinance says that if city water is
available and you are on a well you must de-commission the well or leave it available only for
testing by the Town, That ordinance must be dealt with to avoid any conflict with this ordinance
Could the criteria be based on the next higher density than what your zoning allows?

Like the ordinance because it allows people to 1) grow commercially, 2) limits population
density, and 3) preserves open space

e The issue is Section 14(a) and not the rest of the ordinance with exception of how water gets
dispersed and how much water is available
City water is treated water which is not the right product for vineyards
The landowner with 1 — 5 acre land will not be able to function with the restrictions in the
ordinance (Section 14a)

Are we trying to do something that is really practically achievable?
Can we impose a threshold for annual dollar amounts of produce sold?
e Concerns expressed with regard to restrictions on drought plans

Town Manager Mabery noted that in the event of a high water restriction, users can get a commercial
exemption.

Filardo asked how the Council would feel about this ordinance if we went with commercial agricultural
uses in residential zones requiring a conditional use permit. This would allow each item to come before
the Planning Commission and the Council for review rather than making policy in the code. She stated
that it would still be beneficial to meter wells to determine water needs and usage for future planning

purposes.

Costs for a 5/8” remote radio read plastic meter would be in the neighborhood of $250. A 1 12” meter
would be closer to $500. Installation costs and fittings would be additional.

Mayor Von Gausig opened to public discussion.

Mike Garvey, Clarkdale resident, has 9 %2 acres, would like to put in lavender and plant grapes, is
worried about water usage and how it would fit within this area and community. Stated he has been
traveling and with regard to sustainability and water he doesn’t see that there are best practices
anywhere. Verde Valley has to have water managed. As a landowner and well owner he has planned to
install a meter. He supports an ordinance and believes that water is a key part of that ordinance. Feels
that part of the water he pulls out of his well belongs to this community. As a steward of the land we
somehow have to pull the cost of the water out of the user. Grapes and lavender take little water and
have minimal impact on the land. Likes the rainwater harvesting concept in the ordinance. He wants to
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put in catch basins on his property and incorporates several ideas for water conservation. Garvey stated
that he supports metering wells. He personally doesn’t mind if the Town knows what his usage is and
he wants to know for economic purposes. He stated he doesn’t mind sharing data.

Megan Williams, Clarkdale resident, moved here two months ago from Austin, Texas where she was the
coordinator for Austin’s Sustainable Urban Agriculture and Community Gardens program. She stated
that she thinks it is amazing that the Town wants to do this. One thing about the sustainability picture
that hasn’t been talked about yet is the food security part and she stated she wouldn’t want that to be lost
in the conversation. There is a huge movement in preserving agricultural heritage, and native crops. A
lot of cities are doing pilot projects using public lands for agriculture. The City of Austin found that the
whole code needed to be re-written because they hadn’t consulted with the existing growers. Ms.
Williams stated that one person was a sole point of contact that would help with questions.

Town Manager Mabery suggested an appointed agricultural subcommittee who would work with
applicants and come before Planning Commission and Council with recommendations.

There was further discussion about making effluent available and creating an agricultural zone in the
Town.

The discussion will be tabled to the second meeting in July.

This is a worksession only. No Council action is required.

NEW BUSINESS

VERDE RIVER BASIN PARTNERSHIP PRESENTATION REGARDING USGS STUDY - A
presentation by Verde River Basin Partnership regarding the USGS Study on the impact of humans on
the water resources of the Verde Valley.

Tom O'Halleran is chairman of the Verde River Basin Partnership and will be discussing the findings of
the recently released U.S. Geological Survey's study: "Human Impacts on the Verde River's Streamflow,
1901 Through 2109: Applying the U.S. Geological Survey's Northern Arizona Groundwater-Flow
Model." He will also discuss how the findings relate to water resource issues statewide and throughout
the Colorado River Basin.

Mr. O’Halleran gave a PowerPoint presentation on this study and discussed the long-term process of
planning for the future of Arizona water usage and the importance of action. The growing population
demands new sources of water be found (the best estimate is that we would need 3.2 million acre feet
over what the lower Colorado River currently contains). (’Halleran stated that climate change,
vegetation, evapotranspiration and the mismanagement of our natural resources contribute to the
desiccation of our waterways.

This is a presentation only. No Council action is required.

Spirit of Clarkdale awards program provides a way for the Clarkdale Town Council to recognize
Clarkdale home or business owners, tesidents, organizations or other individuals that have taken steps in
the community that are worthy of recognition. Awards are made by the Council from nominations that
have been reviewed by the Spirit of Clarkdale Review Committee. Anyone may nominate a Clarkdale
property owner, business owner or other individual they feel deserve recognition for projects or actions
that enhance the “Spirit of Clarkdale.”

Vice Mayor Dehnert moved to approve the nominations for the 2013 Spirit of Clarkdale Awards
as presented by staff. Councilmember Regner seconded the motion. The motion was approved

unanimously.

WIRELESS COMMUNICATION FACILITIES ORDINANCE WORKSESSION: Discussion and
direction regarding a draft Wireless Communication Facilities Ordinance.

Recently, staff has received inquiries from two separate wireless communication providers regarding the
potential for placing a tower within the Town boundaries. For both AT & T and Verizon, a tower in
Clarkdale would be one component of their plan for the Verde Valley. A specific application to place a
facility in Clarkdale has not been received.

Federal Regulations:
Wireless communications are regulated by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC). The

Telecommunications Act of 1996 provides the framework for local government oversight of siting of
personal wireless service facilities. Section 332(c) (7) of the Act preserves the zoning authority of the
Town allowing the Town, through its Zoning Ordinance, to adopt requirements for the siting of a
wireless communication facility. The regulations require that the Town have at least one zoning district
permitting placement of a wireless communication facility. The FCC regulations prohibit discrimination
regarding service providers and require the Town to be timely in response to applications.

The Telecommunications Act also prohibits the regulation of the ‘placement, construction and
modification of personal wireless service facilities on the basis of the environmental effects of radio
frequency emissions to the extent that such facilities comply with the Commission’s regulations
concerning such emissions,” In other words, the FCC is the only government body that has the authority
to assign a health risk to a wireless facility. Per the Town Attorney, since the Town has no authority in
this area, it is not liable for health impacts related to a wireless communication facility.

Existing Code:
In the Town’s current Zoning Code, wireless communications facilities are not listed in any zoning

district as a permitted use. This is contrary to the FCC requirements to allow facilities within municipal
boundaries.

Proposed Ordinance
As an immediate strategy in order to bring the Zoning Code into compliance with FCC regulations, staff

is recommending the Town adopt a Wireless Facility Ordinance that includes the following components:

o Allows wireless facilities in commercial and industrial zoning districts with a Conditional
Use Permit, The FCC requirement is therefore met by allowing the facilities in specific
zoning districts.
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Prohibits wireless facilities in the SR 89A Overlay District due to impacts on this identified
important viewshed.

Establishes ‘Zone A’ within the Industrial Zoning District. Within this area, which includes
property north of Miller Road, the maximum allowable height of a cell tower would be 200
feet. This area of Town already has existing industrial uses, and any further industrial
development in this area would have minimal impact to residential properties. The existing
height maximum for the Commercial and Industrial District is 50 feet, and this would remain
in force for all properties outside of this designated Industrial ‘Zone A’.

Exempts wireless facilities from site plan review and design review approval. Wireless
communication facilities would proceed to the Planning Commission and Town Council in
public hearing as part of the conditional use permit process. In staff’s opinion, this provides
substantial opportunity to review the site design of the proposal without requiring an
additional public hearing in front of the Design Review Board.

Requires lighting of towers and facilities conform to Chapter 8 of the Zoning Code, unless
required by FCC rules.

Requires removal of any wireless facility not in use.

Prohibits signage other than any required by the FCC.

Wireless Communication Facilities would not be a permitted use in residential zoning districts.

Staff believes the draft ordinance complies with Section 332(c) (7) of the Telecommunications Act.

Long Term Plan
Director Filardo is working with the Digital Arizona Council on a grant for the development of a

regional wireless communication facility plan. This would involve working with Yavapai County and
the municipalities in the Verde Valley to create a plan for the best placement of facilities throughout the
area, as well as adopting consistent procedures for processing applications.

Staff anticipates it will take six months or more to develop this regional plan.

Planping Commission
The Planning Commission first reviewed the proposed ordinance in a worksession on April 16", 2013

and again in a public hearing on May 21 and has directed staff to move the ordinance forward to Council

for review.

Community Development/Economic Director Filardo presented information on this agenda item.

Passage of

this ordinance will put us in compliance with federal law and enables a dialog with individual

service providers. Community Development is recommending the requests go through Planning
Commission and Council but not through the Design Review Board.

Discussion ensued about location of towers and potential hazards the towers when present. It was
conceded that what was before the Council was not consideration of the safety of the towers.

Additional
request for

stipulations may be imposed by the Commission or the Council if an applicant submits a
a conditional use permit, but per Town code, they may not be denied.
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Mayor Von Gausig stated that the height maximum for a tower should remain at 50’ and recommended
that Community Development Director Filardo bring this back to the Council for action.

WORKSESSION REGARDING THE STANDARDS AND CRITERIA FOR SITE PLAN
REVIEW AND TRAFFIC ACCESS AND PARKING — Discussion and direction regarding an
Ordinance amending the Town of Clarkdale Zoning Code to revise Chapter Eleven Section 13:
Approval Standards and Criteria for Site Plan Review and Section 2.a: Traffic Access and Parking.

Chapter Eleven of the Zoning Code, Section 11-13-2, contains language regarding requirements for
roadway improvements for new commercial development. Staff and the Planning Commission are
proposing new language for this section to clarify the requirements for acquiring and improving access
to any new non-residential development. The proposed language establishes the same standards for
street improvement as applies to new subdivisions.

Planning Commission
The Planning Commission first reviewed this proposed change in a worksession at their March 19,2013

meeting and again in a public hearing on April 16, 2013.The Commission has directed staff to move the
ordinance forward to the Council for review.
Community Development/Economic Director Filardo presented information on this agenda item.

The Council stated that no changes would be required.

Any resolution must be submitted with at least one co-
sponsor {municipality) and in the specific format requested by the League. The resolutions are due no
later than June 14, 2013. The City of Sedona contacted Clarkdale requesting that we consider co-
sponsorship of their resolutions. Because of the June 14™ deadline, we may receive additional requests
after Council meeting packets have been printed.

As noted, we may receive additional co-sponsorship requests prior to the June 11" meeting. Staff will

prepare an updated report with updated recommendations if that is the case.

Councilmember Regner moved to approve co-sponsorship all three resolutions stated in the staff
report. Councilmember Radoccia seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR POLICE DISPATCH SERVICES — Approval of

the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Camp Verde and the Town of Clarkdale for
Police Dispatch Services.

The City of Cottonwood has been contracting with the Town of Clarkdale to provide centralized and

uniform dispatch for police officers on a twenty-four hour basis. Last year’s contract cost the Town
approximately $66 for every call they dispatched for an annual expense of $147,899. They have
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proposed a new contract with an estimation of cost from $46.12 to $59.53 over the next five years
(attachment). This figure is contingent upon the number of agencies who will use their services.

The Town of Camp Verde has offered Clarkdale a three year contract for the same dispatching services.
Their fee is $70,000 a year. The contract offers a two year extension of services not to exceed a 10%
increase per year. Initial costs for equipment have been estimated at $20,000. This expense would be
shared with Jerome who is anticipating Camp Verde will dispatch for them.

Considerations:
e Jerome provides backup for Clarkdale officers approximately 50% of the time and
Cottonwood the other 50%.

e Cottonwood and Clarkdale officers would be able to still monitor each other’s frequency

but would not be dispatched on the same frequency.

Clarkdale and Jerome would share one frequency.

Occasionally officers are required to obtain hard copies of documents. These documents
would need to be picked up from Camp Verde. Generally they could be obtained when
officers are already at the detention facility.

e 911 calls would be routed to Camp Verde. Non-police calls would be routed to their
respectable dispatch centers.

o This change does not affect the agency’s record management system or plans to move
forward with in-car mobile systems.

o The $20,000 startup expense is a duplication of equipment currently used by Cottonwood
dispatch. Once the equipment is in place an additional expense for a dedicated phone line
could be incurred. Possible expense could be as high as $100 a month.

o Last year’s dispatch services were 18.25% of the total police budget. Next year’s expense,
with startup costs and going with Camp Verde would be approximately 9.97% of the total
budget.

A set rate for dispatch provides a different philosophical process for proactive personnel.
There is nothing notably wrong with the quality of Cottonwood’s Dispatch services.

o It has been stated if we choose later to join Cottonwood’s regional dispatch services, our
yearly expense would be more.

e The Camp Verde contract can be terminated for cause.

Police Chief Taylor presented information on this agenda item. The new IGA would save the Town
between $28,000 and $50,000 per year. Town Manager Mabery noted that there had been a lot of
cooperation for the transition between Clarkdale and Cottonwood. Mayor Von Gausig noted a few
minor corrections.

Councilmember Regner moved to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement for the 2013-2016
Intergovernmental Agreement between the Town of Camp Verde and the Town of Clarkdale for

Police Dispatch Services with the amendments, replacing “bi-annually” with “semi-annually” and
“bi-annual” with “semi-annual”, and addition of Section 14 regarding attorney’s fees and re-

numbering to accommodate that. Vice Mavor Dehnert seconded the motion. The motion was
approved unanimously.
