5-01-15 On April 15, 2015 staff was notified that the Town of Clarkdale has received a Technical Assistant Grant from the Water Infrastructure Finance Agency
(WIFA) for the design of the Upper Town Water Main Replacement Project. The amount that we will receive is $35,000.00 and design costs for this project are
projected to be between $75,000 and $100,000.

Staff has received a project scope from Fred Goldman consulting engineer, and a project estimate from David Gianetto with Felix Construction for the design build
project to install a booster pump system at the 89A Reservoir which will pump potable water from that location to the Haskell Springs storage tanks. This project
would allow the Town to supplement the Haskell Springs well output, with water from the 89A Reservoir, during the warm weather high usage summer months. A
telemetry system would be used to control booster pump operations based on storage tank levels at the Haskell Springs Reservoir site. The Design/Build
guaranteed maximum price for this project is $200,000 without any contingency amount. Adding a contingency of 10%, to cover any additional work we may

require, would bring the total project cost to $220,000. We have received a preliminary determination from the Arizona Department of Water Resources (ADWR)
that the”89A Booster Pump System Project appears to meet the requirements for the use of Central Arizona Project (CAP) Trust Funds” in the amount of $186,000
to be used towards this project. A project proposal will need to be submitted to ADWR for final approval and the release of these funds.

The project schedule called for submittals to AZDEQ for
approval by the end of January 2016 and construction to be finished in March 2016. Due to comments and requests for additional information by AZDEQ Felix
Construction and Fred Goldman are in the process of revising the project schedule. It is the intention of the Town and Felix Construction to complete construction
and put this new booster pump system on-line before the high usage/warmer weather months.

4-01-16 SEC, Inc. is at the 36% design plans for the Upper Town Water Main Replacement Project. Public Notice for the Construction Manager At Risk (CMAR) RFQ
was advertised in the Verde Independent on April 1, 2016. The CMAR RFQ was also advertised in The Blue Book and Plan1 plan rooms. A pre-submittal meeting
for the RFQ is scheduled for April 13, 2016 with the RFQ submittals due on April 20, 2106 at 3:00pm. This CMAR procurement process is qualification based.

Felix Construction has completed the design of the 89A Booster Pump System with the project design submitted to, and approved for construction, by AZDEQ. The
project schedule originally called for submittals to AZDEQ for approval by the end of January 2016 and construction to be finished in March 2016. The regulatory
design and submittal process has delayed that original schedule. It is now the intention of the Town and Felix Construction to complete construction and put this
new booster pump system on-line, by the end of May 2016, before the high usage/warmer weather months. The Town has been using draws on the Central

Background: During the Spring 2015 Strategic Planning the Upper Town Water Main
Replacement Project improvements were discussed with Council. The project includes
replacing approximately 12,700 linear feet of 90 year old steel pipe, sized 4 and 6 inches
on Main Street from 9th Street to 16th Street with 8 and 12-inch polyvinylchloride pipe
including installing related water infrastructure, such as fire hydrants, street valves,
customer water service connections and blow-offs. These improvements would reduce
service outages, reduce water loss through system leaks, improve system pressures and
resolve volume issues, and improve fire protection for the Upper Town area in the Town
of Clarkdale.

As part of the WIFA Application Staff included connection of existing users in the Luke
Lane area to the Clarkdale Metals Water Main which was installed in 2008 by installing
approximately 1,400 linear feet of 8-inch polyvinylchloride pipe along Luke Lane to the
Clarkdale Metals Corporation Water Main to replace 3,000 linear feet of aged, failing
steel water mains. The Clarkdale Metals Water Main runs from the 12- inch cast iron
water main which runs from Fifteenth Street to the Clarkdale Metals Complex. This will



allow the Town to abandon aged and failing water infrastructure which currently supplies
water to the users along Luke Lane.

In June 2015 Staff completed a Request For Qualification (RFQ) process for the selection
of an engineering firm to provide professional services for the design of the Upper Town
Water Main Replacement Project. At the July 28, 2015 Town Council Meeting, acting
on the selection committee’s recommendation, Council approved Southwestern
Environmental Consultants, Inc. (SEC) to design the project. WIFA had also approved a
grant in the amount of $35,000 towards design of the project.

In January, 2016, The Council approved Resolution # 1512, authorizing application for a
drinking water state revolving fund (DWSRF) loan from the Water Infrastructure Finance
Authority of Arizona (WIFA) of an amount not to exceed $7,872,000 for refinancing the
borrowing for the purchase of the water company with the City of Cottonwood and new
water main construction projects.

The WIFA Board, at their February 17, 2016 meeting, approved allocating funding to
Clarkdale for refinancing the remaining $5,500,000 of the Town’s 2006 joint loan with
the City of Cottonwood that was used to purchase the Clarkdale Water System along with
$2,372,000 for the new Upper Clarkdale Water Main Replacement project costs. At that
same meeting, the WIFA Board awarded Clarkdale $500,000 in forgivable principal.

Grant Hamill, Financial Advisor, Stifel, Nicolaus & Company will review the borrowing
process and financial outcomes.

The Resolution includes an emergency clause which requires a 2/3 affirmative vote to be
enacted.

WITH RESPECT THERETO; AUTHORIZING THE TAKING OF ALL OTHER

TRANSACTIONS CONTEMPLATED BY SUCH LOAN AGREEMENT AND
THIS RESOLUTION AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Common Council of the Town of Clarkdale, Arizona (the
“Town”), has heretofore applied to the Water Infrastructure Finance of Arizona (the “Authority”),
for a loan (the “Loan”) from the Authority’s Drinking Water Revolving Fund Program (the
“Program”) to provide funds for (1) refinancing an intergovernmental utilities purchase agreement
of the Town dated as of January 1, 2006, by and between the Town and the City of Cottonwood,
Arizona, and (2) replacing approximately 12,700 linear feet of 90 year old steel pipe, sized 4 and
6 inches on Main Street from 9th Street to 16th Street with 8 and 12-inch polyvinylchloride pipe
including installing related water infrastructure, such as fire hydrants, street valves, customer water
service connections and blow-offs and installing approximately 1,400 linear feet of 8-inch
polyvinylchloride pipe along Luke Lane to the Clarkdale Metals Corporation Water Main to
replace 3,000 linear feet of aged, failing steel water mains as well as payment of the Town's
proportionate share of expenses of administering the Program and any bonds issued by the
Authority with respect thereto (collectively, the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the terms and conditions under which the Loan will be made and the
obligations of the Town with respect to the Loan will be set forth in a loan agreement to be executed
and delivered by the Town and the Authority (the “Loan Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the Loan and the loan repayments payable by the Town pursuant to the Loan
Agreement (the “Loan Repayments™) will be secured by a pledge of certain revenues from the
waterworks plant and system of the Town (collectively, the “Source of Repayment”); and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Common Council of the Town have determined that it will be
beneficial to the citizens of the Town to enter into and to perform the Loan Agreement, whereby
the Town will borrow not to exceed $8,000,000 from the Authority; and



WHEREAS, the Loan shall be repaid on or before twenty-one (21) years froni the date of
the execution and delivery of the Loan Agreement and the Loan shall bear interest at a rate not to
exceed four percent (4%) per annum; and

WHEREAS, there has been placed on file with the Clerk of the Town and presented at the
meeting at which this Resolution was adopted the proposed form of the Loan Agreement;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COMMON
COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF CLARKDALE, ARIZONA, THAT:

Section 1. The form, terms and provisions of the Loan Agreement, in the form of
such document (including the exhibits thereto) presented at the meeting at which this Resolution
was adopted are hereby approved, with such insertions, omissions and changes, not inconsistent
with the Town’s application to the Authority or the requirements of the federal government or the
Authority, as shall be approved by the Manager and/or the Finance Director of the Town, the
execution of such document being conclusive evidence of such approval, and the Mayor or, in the
absence thereof, the Vice Mayor of the Town and the Clerk of the Town are hereby authorized and
directed, for and on behalf of the Town, to execute and attest and deliver, respectively, the Loan
Agreement.

Section 2. For the payment of the principal of and interest on the Loan, the Town
shall pay the Loan Repayments provided for in the Loan Agreement. The Town shall also pay all
other amounts required to be paid by the Town pursuant to the provisions of the Loan Agreement.

Section 3. The obligation of the Town to pay the Loan Repayments provided for
in the Loan Agreement to make the other payments provided for in the Loan Agreement is limited
to payment from the Source of Repayment, and the obligations of the Town under the Loan
Agreement shall not constitute nor give rise to a general obligation of the Town or any claim
against its ad valorem taxing powers, or constitute an indebtedness within the meaning of any
statutory or constitutional debt limitation applicable to the Town.

Section 4. The appropriate officials and officers of the Town are hereby authorized
and directed to take all action necessary or reasonably required to carry out, give effect to and to
consummate the transactions contemplated by the Loan Agreement, and by this Resolution,
including, without limitation, the execution and delivery of any closing and other documents
reasonably required to be delivered in connection therewith.

Section 5. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Resolution is for any reason held to be illegal or unenforceable, such decision will not affect the
validity of the remaining portions of this Resolution. The Mayor and Common Council of the
Town hereby declare that it would have adopted this Resolution and each and every other section,
paragraph, subdivision, sentence, clause or phrase hereof and authorized the execution and
delivery of the Loan Agreement pursuant hereto irrespective of the fact that any one or more
sections, paragraphs, subdivisions, sentences, clauses or phrases of this Resolution may be held
illegal, invalid or unenforceable. All resolutions or parts thereof, inconsistent herewith, are hereby
waived to the extent only of such inconsistency. This waiver shall not be construed as reviving
any resolution or any part thereof.



Section 6. All actions of the officers and agents of the Town including the Mayor
and Common Council of the Town which conform to the purposes and intent of this Resolution
and which further the execution and delivery of the Loan Agreement as contemplated by this
Resolution, whether heretofore or hereafter taken, are hereby ratified, confirmed and approved.
The proper officers and agents of the Town are hereby authorized and directed to do all such acts
and things and to execute and deliver all such documents on behalf of the Town as may be
necessary to carry out the terms and intent of this Resolution.

Section 7. All acts and conditions necessary to be performed by the Town or to
have been met precedent to and in the execution and delivery of the Loan Agreement in order to
make it a legal, valid and binding obligation of the Town will at the time of delivery of the Loan
Agreement have been performed and have been met, in regular and due form as required by law,
and no statutory, charter or constitutional limitation of indebtedness or taxation will have been
exceeded in the execution and delivery of the Loan Agreement.

Section 8. All formal actions of the Mayor and Common Council of the Town
concerning and relating to the passage of this Resolution were taken in an open meeting of the
Mayor and Common Council of the Town, and all deliberations of the Mayor and Common
Council of the Town and of any committees that resulted in those formal actions were in meetings
open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements.

Section 9. The immediate operation of the provisions of this Resolution is
necessary for the preservation of the public health and welfare and for the further reason that the
execution and delivery at the earliest possible date of the Loan Agreement is urgently needed to
attempt to secure the lowest possible interest cost to the T own; therefore, an emergency is hereby
declared to exist and this Resolution is enacted as an emergency measure and shall be in full force
and effect from and after the passage and adoption by the Mayor and Common Council of the
Town, as required by law, and this Resolution is hereby exempt from the referendum provisions
of the Constitution and laws of the State of Arizona.

Section 10. After the execution and delivery of the Loan Agreement and upon
receipt of the Loan from the Authority, this Resolution shall be and remain irrepealably until the
Loan and the Loan Agreement and the interest thereon shall have been fully paid, cancelled and
discharged.

Article 2 Description Of The Project

Section 2.1 Description of Project. The Project is described in Project Summary attached to the
Loan Resolution of the Authority, and in Exhibit B of this Loan Agreement.

Section 2.2 Description of System. The term “System” means and includes all of the properties
and facilities of the complete Waterworks plant and system of the Local Borrower, whether lying

within or without the boundaries of the Local Borrower, as now existing and as they may
hereafter be improved or extended, all improvements, additions and extensions thereto or
replacements thereof hereafter constructed or acquired by purchase, contract or otherwise and all
contracts, rights, agreements, leases and franchises of every nature owned by the Local Borrower
and used or useful or held for use in the operation of said plant and system or any part or portion
thereof.

Article 3 Loan to Local Borrower; Amounts Payable

Section 3.1 The Loan. The Authority shall loan and disburse to the Local Borrower in
accordance with this Article 3 an amount listed in Exhibit A (the “Loan”), and the Local
Borrower shall borrow and accept from the Authority, the Loan in the principal amount
determined pursuant to this Article 3; provided, however, that (i) the Authority shall be under no
obligation to disburse any amount of the Loan if an Event of Default has occurred and is
continuing under this Loan Agreement, and (i1) the amount to be disbursed shall be lawfully



available for disbursement. The Local Borrower shall use the proceeds of the Loan strictly in
accordance with the requirements of this Loan Agreement.

Section 3.2 Disbursements of Loan Proceeds. The Authority may disburse funds by check, by
electronic means or by means of magnetic tape or other transfer medium. Except as hereinafter
provided, disbursements shall be made only when (i) the request for disbursements is in
substantially the form provided by the Authority and is accompanied by the necessary
certifications and documentation and (ii) an Authorized Officer of the Authority has determined
that such disbursement is proper. An Authorized Officer of the Authority shall approve
disbursements directly to the persons or entities entitled to payment or to the Local Borrower in
the case of reimbursement for costs of services already paid, and shall provide the Local
Borrower with a copy of the approval and the date approved. Disbursements may be made only
for Eligible Project Costs.

Section 3.3 Amounts Payable. The Local Borrower shall pay to the Authority the amounts
shown in Exhibit A on or before the dates shown in Exhibit A, as the same may be adjusted as
provided in the Standard Terms and Conditions, to reflect any revisions to the principal
repayment schedule of the Loan. Such payments shall be made by electronic funds transfer or by
direct debit to the Authority.

Section 3.4 Tax Covenants.

(a) General. The Local Borrower acknowledges that, in connection with its state revolving fund
programs, the Authority issues its bonds (“Authority Bonds™) from time to time to finance loans and
the Authority also pledges certain loans to secure and to serve as the source of payment for the
Authority Bonds. As a result, and under the provisions of federal tax law applicable to the Authority
Bonds, it is in the Authority’s interest for the Loan to qualify and be an obligation that bears interest
that is excludable from gross income for federal income tax purposes and is not an item of tax
preference for purposes of the alternative minimum tax imposed on individuals and corporations
under the Internal Revenue Code. Therefore, the Local Borrower represents and covenants as
follows with respect to the Loan and the Authority Bonds. The Local Borrower covenants that it
will not take any action, or fail to take any action, if any such action or failure to take such action
would adversely affect the exclusion from gross income of the interest on the Loan or the Authority
Bonds under Section 103(a) of the Internal Revenue Code or cause the interest on the Loan or the
Authority Bonds to become an item of tax preference for purposes of the alternative minimum tax
imposed on individuals and corporations under the Internal Revenue Code, and in the event of such
action or omission, it will, promptly upon having such brought to its attention, take such reasonable
actions based upon a bond counsel opinion as may rescind or otherwise negate such action or
omission. The Local Borrower will not directly or indirectly use or permit the use of any proceeds
of the Loan or any other funds of the Local Borrower or take or omit to take any action that would
cause the Loan or the Authority Bonds to be or become “arbitrage bonds” within the meaning of
Section 148(a) of the Internal Revenue Code or to fail to meet any other applicable requirement of
Sections 103, 141, 148, 149 and 150 of the Internal Revenue Code or cause the interest on the Loan
or the Authority Bonds to become an item of tax preference for purposes of the alternative
minimum tax imposed on individuals and corporations under the Internal Revenue Code. To that



end, the Local Borrower will comply with all applicable requirements of Sections 103, 141, 148,
149 and 150 of the Code to the extent applicable to the Loan.

(b) Modification Based on Bond Counsel Opinion. Notwithstanding any provision of this
Section, if the Local Borrower provides to the Authority a bond counsel opinion to the effect that
any action required under this Section is no longer required, or to the effect that some further action
is required, to maintain the exclusion from gross income of interest on the Loan or the Authority
Bonds pursuant to Section 103(a) of the Internal Revenue Code, the provisions of this Section and
the covenants in this Section shall be deemed to be modified to that extent.

(c) Bond Counsel Opinion. For purposes of this Section, “bond counsel opinion” means an
opinion letter of a firm of attorneys of national reputation experienced in the field of municipal
bonds whose opinions are generally accepted by purchasers of municipal bonds, and who is
acceptable to the Authority.

Background: On July 8, 2014 Town Council Approved Resolution #1471

allowing staff to move forward with the submission for FY14 Federal Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds and to submit the Letter of Intent with
Resolution #1453 to the Arizona Department of Housing (ADOH) for project review and
funding. The total amount of funding that was approved for this project was
$266,693.00. After payment of $5,000.00, to Northern Arizona Council of Governments
(NACOG) for project administration, the total balance that is left for design and
construction is $261,693.00.

At the August 25, 2015 Town Council Meeting the Town of Clarkdale contracted with
Architecture Works Green, Inc., an architectural/engineering design firm, to provide
professional services for the design of the Town of Clarkdale Memorial Clubhouse ADA
Improvements Project. The contract amount of professional design services was
$35,500.00 plus the contingency of $2,500.00. This leaves $226,193.00 for construction.

After a review of the bid amounts and discussions with Architecture Works Green, Inc.
and the ADOH about the amount of CDBG funding available and the amount of the bids,
we were required by the ADOH to reduce the scope of the project and to rebid the
project.

On February 24, 2016 staff met with Architecture Works Green to discuss the bids that
were received under the original project scope, and how to reduce the project scope to a
level where construction could be funded by the available FY14 CDBG funds. The
revised project scope was approved by the Department of Housing and presented to
Council at the March 8, 2016 Town Council Meeting. At that Meeting the Town Council



voted unanimously approved the revised project scope and directed staff to rebid the
project using the revised project scope as recommended by staff.

The recommended revised project scope with bid alternates is presented below.

Revised Project Scope:

Base Bid: ADA modifications to the existing men’s and women’s restrooms in the
Auditorium including sinks, toilets, urinals, partitions, grab bars, dispensers, mirrors,
flooring and wall tile, heaters, and relocating or replacing existing doors and door frames.
Alternate #1, replacement of all three sets of double doors in the front of the Auditorium;
Alternate #2, installation of a push button automatic opener on the left hand set of doors;
Alternate #3, installation of a new free-standing sign next to the ADA ramp;

Alternate #4, installation of a new ADA compliant entry ramp in front of the Auditorium.

Staff and Architecture Works Green, Inc. completed the necessary bid documents and the
Request For Proposals (RFP) was advertised on March 3, 2016. On March 23, 2016
there was a mandatory pre-bid meeting that had two contractors present. At 3:00 pm on
April 6, 2016 the RFPs from the two qualified contractors were opened with the bid
results outlined below.

Background: A Power Point presentation of the 2016-2017 Fiscal Year Preliminary

Budget will show the combination of projected expense and revenue reductions/increases
throughout the General Fund and Streets Fund.

Several dates should be kept in mind during the budgeting process. State law requires that, on or
before the third Monday of July of each fiscal year, the Town Council must adopt a preliminary
budget. Functionally though, the Town of Clarkdale adopts a preliminary budget prior to June
30 so that the staff has a guideline for expenditures on July 1%, which is the beginning of the
fiscal year. The preliminary budget sets the maximum “limits” for expenditures.

There is no specific date set by state law for adoption of the final budget. However, the deadline
for adoption of a property tax levy is the third Monday in August. Since state law requires a
period of at least fourteen days between adoption of the final budget and adoption of the tax levy,
the deadline for adoption of the final budget becomes the first Monday in August.
