AGENDA ITEM:  CALL TO ORDER:  Chair Person Hilda Fish called the meeting to 
order at 1:10 p.m. and noted that Commissioner Beck was absent.  It was noted that a 
quorum was present.

OLD BUSINESS 
 
 
AGENDA ITEM:  THE HIGHLANDS-Discussion and consideration of the revised 
plans for the proposed parks and recreation facilities  
 
Sherry Bailey described changes to the Plat.  Park #3 was reworked due to the location of 
APS lines, resulting in a larger site that feels more like a community park since it is at the 
edge of the subdivision and will be accessed by future development.  She noted that the 
bathroom proposed in Park #1 was relocated to t his park.  She also noted that because of 
the change in the #3 park location, the play area would be much flatter.  She stated that 
representatives of the Highlands are meeting with Public Works Director Steve 
Burroughs for advice on low maintenance amenities. 
 
Town Clerk Joyce Driscoll noted that the proposed equipment presented at the last 
meeting included galvanized metal bike racks – which the Commission said they did not 
want galvanized metal structures  She also pointed out that the play structure for park #3 
looked like a wooden residential model and not commercial grade. The Commission 



agreed that the galvanized metal was not acceptable and that the wood structure was also 
not favored. 
 
It was suggested and accepted by the Commission that the representatives of The 
Highlands use “story boards” to depict what amenities would be in each park since the 
booklet they previously provided made it difficult to visualize the concept for each site.   
 
Also questioned was what the transition would be from the grass play area to the gravel 
area in park #3 as that could be a maintenance concern.  It was noted that it was not clear 
on the plans what the groundcover would be where there is not grass. 
 
 
 
 NEW BUSINESS:  
 
AGENDA ITEM: COPPER BANNERS: Ellie Bauer submitted a letter in which she 
asked for input as to the nature of the design of the 24 Copper Banners that the Chamber 
of Commerce will be installing on the light poles on Main Street and in the Town Park.  
After looking through the subjects that had already been submitted to the Chamber of 
Commerce by the Town Staff, the Commissioners had no further input.. 
 
AGENDA ITEM:  MEETING SCHEDULE- Town Clerk Driscoll  stated that the 
Parks and Recreation Coordinator does not work on Mondays, so requested that the 
meeting day be changed.  It was determined  that the Parks and Recreation Commission 
would change the Regular Meeting day to the 2nd Wednesday of the month, to be held at 
1:00 pm in the Men’s Lounge. 
 
AGENDA ITEM: FINANCE REPORT- Town Clerk Driscoll explained the Donations  
Report for Parks and Recreation, Fiscal Year 2005-06 (for month ending 12-31-05) 
Commission Member Fielitz asked if it was possible to transfer the Summer Program 
monies to the Concert in the Park account.  Town Clerk Driscoll said that she would 
research it and report at the February meeting. 
 
AGENDA ITEM: OLD TOWN PLAYERS GALA- Coordinator Hughey asked the 
Commissioners to reserve the night of February 17, 2006 to assist as servers for the Gala 
Dinner, and to assist in garnering donations for the Silent Auction to take place at the 
Gala.
