Von Gausig called the meeting to order at 6:06 p.m. 
and noted that all Council members were present.

MAYOR’S REPORT – A report from the Mayor 
on current events. Mayor Von Gausig reported the 
following:

2. He attended a County Board of Supervisor’s 
meeting where they discussed the Verde 
River Basin Partnership. 

3. He attended a Kiwanis Club meeting to talk 

about water. 

4. He had lunch with Chip Davis. 

5. He attended a Natural Resources Committee 
meeting where they discussed water studies. 

6. He met with a representative from ASU 
news center about the water company 
acquisition.

Councilmember Bohall seconded and the motion 
passed unanimously.

AGENDA ITEM: COPPER BANNERS– 
Discussion and possible approval of the design of a 
portion of copper banners to hang on light post on 
Main Street. 

Town Manager Mabery noted that the eleventh 
banner called the Smelter was not ready for the 
Council. She stated that banner #7 is a 
representation of the Yavapai Apache Nation. The 
tribe has approved this design. Banners #8 and 9 are 
images pulled from lights shades in the Clubhouse. 
The Council saw banner #10 previously, but it has 
been modified. 

There was a question about the #10 design, which 
symbolizes artists in Clarkdale. There was a 
clarification on banner #7. Town Manager Mabery 
noted there will be only eleven banners, rather than 
the twenty-two originally proposed. There was 
discussion of the work included in the grant 
application. 
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Councilmember Williams moved to approve the 
four designs as presented. Vice Mayor Wiley 
seconded and the motion passed unanimously.   

AGENDA ITEM: SIENNA CANYON FINAL 
PLAT – Discussion and consideration of a Final 
Plat for Sienna Canyon Subdivision, Clarkdale 
Land Development Company, Parcel #406-27-
007B, Tavasci Road. 

Community Development Director Bailey reviewed 
the staff report as follows: 

Background: The applicants have submitted the 
final plat for their 45 lot subdivision centered 
around Tavasci Road. They have as their main 
collector a dedicated, improved road that will carry 
their subdivision traffic out to Highway 89A.  The 
internal roads will all be local dedicated improved 
roads including curb and gutter with an (eight) 
8’hard surface pathway, that will connect to 
Tavasci Road and their collector road.  Tavasci 
Road will be improved within the subdivision and a 
blending will occur with the existing road to the 
east.  The existing Tavasci Road is a private, chip 
sealed road that connects to Old Jerome Highway. 
 
The development will be served by town water and 
each lot will be on town sewer. The subdivision 
agreement with the town will reflect a line 
extension agreement for both water and sewer.  The 
council will have the subdivision agreement for 
review and consideration at their April 24, 2007, 
Town Council meeting. 
 
The developer will be installing an all weather 
crossing at the Deception Wash crossing on the 
89A connector road.  This will give that area a safe 
ingress and egress during storms and bad weather. 
 They also intend to dedicate Tract B a portion of 
the wash area to the Town of Clarkdale which will 
maintain the open space and trail access 
connection the town has been trying to establish 
between existing developments.    The developer has 
submitted to the Corp. of Engineers for a 404 
determination because of the work they will be 
doing in the wash area and they have received their 
delineation. 
 
Peaks View easement, shown along the southern 

side of this development, is being dedicated as a 
Town of Clarkdale right of way.  The access road, 
Deception Drive, that connects Sienna Canyon with 
Highway 89A will be included in the development 
agreement and dedicated through a separate 
instrument. 
 
Recommendation:  
   
The Planning Commission met on the 19th of March 
and recommended that the Town Council approve 
the final plat with stipulations. 

 
Staff recommends that the Council approval of the 
final  plat subject to the following conditions: 

 
1.  Clarkdale Land Development Company  shall 

provide construction drawings (in a format 
specified by the Town of Clarkdale) which 
include Collector including the off-site 
improvements necessary to construct the 
collector road through parcel 406-27-035 and  
includes all improvements as specified by 
ADOT in their approval for standard roadway 
connection to Hwy 89A. 

 
2. Dedication of Deception Drive off site  to be 

accomplished through a separate dedication 
instrument at the time of recording of the final 
plat. 

 
3.  Clarkdale Land Development Company be 

required to enter into a Subdivision Agreement 
which provides for a water and sewer line 
extension agreement and  that stipulates the 
terms for the provision and release of 
assurances to cover the cost of improvements 
that are a part of the subdivision. 

 
4.  The applicant will make every effort to use non-

potable water during construction if available 
from Clarkdale or Cottonwood.  

Discussion include the following issues: 

1. Pathway surface. 

2. Improving Tavasci Road to Old Jerome 
Highway. 

3. Use of non-potable water for construction. 
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4. Protection of the washes. 

5. Dedication of Deception Drive. 

6. Tract D, location of sign. 

7. Building envelopes on Lot 22. 

Mark Belsani, representing the property owner, 
thanked staff and everyone involved, that it was a 
pleasure working with Clarkdale. 

Community Development Director Bailey noted 
that Mr. Belsani has also been good to work with.  

Mayor Von Gausig opened the item to public 
comment. 

Carol Johnson, Clarkdale, stated she has never 
been notified by the developer. There was no 
posting on the road. She is concerned about traffic 
using Tavasci road. It is a private road and dust is a 
large issue, even with the existing residents using 
the road. She has two water lines going through her 
property. 

Mayor Von Gausig stated that the Council asked 
the developer to pave and dedicate Tavasci Road. 
Dedication would be up to the property owners. For 
the final plat, the Town hopes to approach the 
property owners to obtain dedication. 

There was discussion about road improvements.  

Ms. Johnson stated she is in support of access to 
Hwy 89A. She would like to see some 
improvements on Tavaci Road. 

Public Works Director Burroughs noted that the 
development will not be connecting to the water 
lines that are on Ms. Johnson’s property. 

Mr. Belsani stated they were open to paving the 
area. They just cannot pave something they don’t 
own. It was up to the town to get permission. 

Community Development Director Bailey stated 
she was working to get approval from the property 
owners to pave the road. She was not working on a 
dedication of Tavasci Road. 

Mayor Von Gausig closed public comment. 

Mayor Von Gausig moved to approve the final plat 
subject to the following conditions: 

1. Clarkdale Land Development Company 
shall provide construction drawings (in a 
format specified by the Town of Clarkdale) 
which include Collector including the off-
site improvements necessary to construct the 
collector road through parcel 406-27-035 
and includes all improvements as specified 
by ADOT in their approval for standard 
roadway connection to Hwy 89A. 

2. Dedication of Deception Drive off site to be 
accomplished through a separate dedication 
instrument at the time of recording of the 
final plat. 

3. Clarkdale Land Development Company be 
required to enter into a Subdivision 
Agreement which provides for a water and 
sewer line extension agreement and that 
stipulates the terms for the provision and 
release of assurances to cover the cost of 
improvements that are a part of the 
subdivision. 

4. The applicant will use non-potable water 
during construction if available from 
Clarkdale or Cottonwood. 

Vice Mayor Wiley seconded and the motion passed 
unanimously.  

AGENDA ITEM: BUDGET WORKSESSION – 
A worksession to discuss the FY2007-08 Budget. 

Finance Director Woodruff reviewed the streets 
budget requests, as follows: 

1. Broadway extension. 

2. Broadway/Hwy 89A connection (ROW 
acquisition). 

3. Right of way acquisition. 

4. ADA curb cuts. 

5. Chipper mulcher equipment. 

6. Other equipment. 

7. Storage addition in Main Street Park. 

8. Heart defibulator. 

9. Temproary office space. 

Discussion included the following issues:  
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1. Temporary office space to house public 
works staff. 

2. Trailers proposed. 

3. Starting of a mulching program and needs 
for mulcher. 

4. Dividing Public Works into two 
departments. 

Finance Director Woodruff presented the draft 
budget, noting the following: 

1. Shifting of employee expenses. 

2. Operating supplies – line items contained. 

3. Street improvements and road materials and 
the items contained, including chip sealing. 

4. Equipment and tool purchases – base 
budget, street sweeper, lease payments and 
equipment budget requests. 

5. Engineering. 

6. Tranist contract (CATS). Repair and 
maintenance contracts with other agencies. 

Finance Director Woodruff reviewsed street 
revenues, as follows: 

1. Major portion of local revenues comes from 
a 1% transfer of sales tax income from the 
general fund. 

2. Interest income. 

3. Cash carry over. 

4. Removing Scenic Road, a maintenance line 
item, since the road will be paved and 
dedicated this year. 

5. State shared revenues, LTAF and HURF. 

AGENDA ITEM: FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS - 
Listing of items to be placed on a future council 
agenda. 

• Worksession on the sign code, specifically yard 
sale signs. 

AGENDA ITEM: ADJOURNMENT - With no 
further business before the Council and without 
objection the meeting adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
