WHEREAS, the abuse and neglect of children often leads to severe, costly,

and life-long problems affecting all of society, including our health care,

education, social services, law enforcement and public welfare systems; and

WHEREAS, last year in Arizona there were more than 37,000 reports of child

maltreatment involving over 70,000 children, with more than sixty percent

related to child neglect; and

WHEREAS, in 2006 in Arizona sixty children died as a result of

maltreatment, with 46 of those being children under the age of four;

WHEREAS, Shaken Baby Syndrome caused near fatal brain injury to 63

young children and the deaths of nine infants in 2006; and

WHEREAS, effective home visiting programs, such as Healthy Families

Arizona, succeed in keeping young children safe and healthy; supporting

overburdened new parents and preventing maltreatment in over 98 percent of

families served; and

WHEREAS, all children are entitled to be healthy and safe from abuse and

neglect so that they can succeed in school and in life.
